My Hometown Ogden – North coordinates major neighborhood improvements projects helping individuals and families with their yard and related exterior home improvements. We are here to breathe new life into the community. My Hometown works closely with Ogden City. We gather volunteers and carry out service opportunities that revitalize the yards and home exteriors of our Ogden neighbors. These projects are accomplished by hundreds of local area volunteers. We plant trees, repair and paint fences and sheds, trim shrubs, clean up yards, fix code violations, and more. If there's a need, we're here to help!

Your Stake has been called upon to be a part of a My Hometown Day of Service in 2025.  Each stake is assigned one Day of Service per year. Your date is coming up on May 10th. There are two other Stakes involved on the same day.  Each Ward in each of those Stakes will be assigned a specific service project that will directly benefit an individual or a family in the Ogden area.  My Hometown missionaries have been and are working on finding people that need additional resources for yard work and related projects.  As missionaries we are working to have the number of projects match the number of wards that have been asked to participate.  For this to work, it would be best if a person was assigned as the lead and contact person from your ward.  That assignment could be best made through the Elder’s Quorum or the Relief Society (or a husband-and-wife team).  When the ward gets matched up with a project, the missionaries responsible for that project will contact the ward representative and review the scope of the project with them.  Also, the tools required to do the project will be known and ward members will be asked to bring the needed tools with them. There may be some tools that are beyond what people would normally have.  The missionaries will work to resolve those issues.
  
My Hometown missionaries would like to have a face-to-face meeting with the ward representatives in advance of the project date to help them understand their project and what the city allows us to do on the Day of Service (there are restrictions due to safety concerns).  The ward representative will be shown how to help volunteers register online prior to the Day of Service, which includes a volunteer waiver and review of safety information. 

On the morning of the Day of Service meet in the Church Parking Lot at 770 15th St., in Ogden. Volunteer Check-in begins at 8:00 AM. Projects begin sharply at 9:00 AM and we will be done near noon.  There is a no-cost taco truck lunch for participating volunteers. If needed, on-site registration will be available. Come join us for a morning of self-less service where neighbors help neighbors.
